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The art book fair Arts Libris makes
its debut at ARCOmadrid

The hallways at ARCOmadrid are home to
a new tenant in this 2016 edition. It’s Arts
Libris, the International Contemporary
Publishing Fair, which is visiting Ifema’s
halls for the first time. The organization,
which sells art books, started out seven
years ago in Barcelona, with the help of the
Madrid gallery owner Rocio Santa Cruz.
Now, a number of its exhibitors have the
chance to showcase their latest works in
ARCO as well, with the aim of spreading
current awareness of these kinds of publi-
cations at the fair. . ;
Nineteen artists and publishing firms
. have been invited to the Catalan fair’s first
participation, amongst which we find some
internationally renowned ones such as
Steidl and NOCApaper, founded by the con-
tributor to ABC Cultural, Noemi Méndez.
The latter will focus its intervention in the
work of visual artist and musician San-

tiago Talavera. Some representatives of

the current contemporary art panorama
are also present, such as the Mexican Xi-
mena Pérez Grobet.

Arts Libris is making its debut at ARCO
instyle. According to exhibitor Gisela He-
rranz. a member of the Circulo del Arte
club of collectors, the exhibition is doing
better than they had originally expected:
« The truth is we thought we’d sell less-she
admits - but we're exceeding expectations».
Moreover, she says she’s really satisfied -
with visitors” «participation, enthusiasm
and friendliness».

But in Arts Libris’ sphere of activity, we
don’t just find books on conventional ar-
tists. We can also find works that encou-
rage us to reflect on books’ artistic mea-
ning as objects, such as 24 Hours, by Xi-
mena Pérez Grobet, where we can see
graphics of the human heart rate during a
whole day. There’s even a «paper-scented»
perfume for book lovers, Paper Passion,
created by Geza Schén.

Once the show ends; the next Sunday,
the organization will begin preparations
for the seventh edition of Arts Libris, to be
held in Barcelona between 21 and 24 April
of this year.
